MRS. EMELINE VAN HOESEN, 81 years of age last February, died at the home of her son L. W. Van Hoesen, on Maple Avenue, in this village (Franklinville NY), Monday night. The funeral was held at the house yesterday afternoon, Rev. Storner officiating.

The life span of this respected woman reaches back into the pioneer days of this vicinity. She was born in Farmersville in 1826, the daughter of Peleg Robbins, one of the town's very first settlers. Her husband was James Van Hoesen, who died some 15 years ago,.

Deceased has lived in Franklinville some thirty years, moving here from Lyndon, where she with her husband spent the greater portion of their married life.

She is survived by three children namely L. W. Van Hoesen of this village, B. R. Van Hoesen of Meadville and Mrs. Delnora Kidder of Denver, Colorado. Of her father's family but one sister survives, Mrs. Adeline Martin of Franklinville.

Throughout her advanced age Mrs. Van Hoesen retained her mental faculties to a remarkable degree. She was kind to the poor and needy and leaves many mourners even beyond her own family circle.

Her death was caused by paralysis. She fell last Thursday and broke her hip. This accident was followed Monday by paralysis, which proved fatal to her Monday night.

The funeral was largely attended, being at her late home yesterday. Rev. Storner, pastor of the First Presbyterian church of which she was a member, officiated. The bearers were Bert R. Van Hoesen, Fred J. Van Hoesen, Roy W. Van Hoesen and Henry Agett.
